When the first volume of this Catalogue of Camps and Prisons was published, in June 1949, recipients

ere asked to provide material for a supplement and to suggest alterations to be made to the first issue.

The very good response received has helped the International Tracing Service to produce this second

olume. It is, however, realised that this work is still far from complete and although there may be no
pportunity of revising or supplementing data given, suggestions and comments both in connection with

his and with the previous issue will be appreciated.

Information on many hitherto undocumented eamps will be found in these pages as well as corrections
nd additions to information already given in the first issue. For example, research of documentary material
as yielded certain statistical data on the strength of the Kommandos of the main camps, death rates and

idustrial employment.

To give a better idea of the Kommando relationship and of the geographical positions of the camps,
hree maps have been drawn and will be found as appendices II, [II and 1V. The large map gives the
seations of concentration camps in Central Europe, that is Germany and its approaches, the two smaller
s show the Kommandos of Buchenwald and Dachau respectively. Appendix I gives the text of a secret
brder issued by Heydrich on the grading of concentration camp prisoners.

Although a certain amount of valuable and interesting information on camps and prisons will undoubt-
dly be gathered during the coming months, the International Tracing Service feels that in presenting
iis volume and the previous one it has contributed to the work of research necessary to compile the history

f deportation and slave labour in Germany during the years 1939—1945.

18. 11. 1043, after the arrival of the first transport of 63 men, mostly professional workers,
officeworkers and organizers from the CC Kdo. Redl-Zipf.

The main purpose of CC Kdo. Ebensee was to construct tunnels, to be used for armament work.
The tunnels were to be construeted by CC pris. only, but under the supervision of civilian engineers
employed by German o ynstructing firms. The more important civilian firms working on this
project were: Siemens-Bau-Union, Siemens-Schuckert, Grossdeutscher Schachtbau, Hinter-
egger & Fischer, Holzmann, Polensky, Deutsche Bergbau Hermann Goering — Nibelungen-
Werk etc.
On January 17. 1944 about 500 pris. arrived in the camp, to work in the stone quarries, followed
in February 1944 by another 350 pris., mostly Italians.
By June 44 the effective strength of CC Kdo. Ebensee had risen to 8000 pris.

Danish prisons outside Copenhagen had a combined accommodation for 1620 persons, of these
220 were at the disposition of the Germans. In Copenhagen the Danish prison was forced to
place 400 out of 540 cells at the disposition of the Germans. 4—35 persons were kept in custody
in each cell.

In 1940 the camp had a strength of 2000 pris. On 10. 4. 45 there were 13500 pris. in the main camp,

2500 male and 10300 female pris. in the Aussenkommandos. (Report of the Vatican Mission).

The Allied forces coming nearer, Neuengamme and most of the Kdos. were evacuated to the North-East

in direetion of the ,,Neustaedter Bucht”. From 14. 4. 45 onwards the “Cap Arcona” had been
lying anchored in the bay of Neustadt. On 27. 4. 45 the “Athen” arrived with 2500 prisoners
from CC Mittelbau and CC Neuengamme on board. She stopped at the *Cap Arcona”, who toolk
over these prisoners. Next day a second transport of.2500 prisoners was brought to the “Cap
Arcona”. After that, the *Athen” sailed once more to Luebeck. She arrived in the bay of Neu.
stadt on 29. 4. 45, with 3000 prisoners on board and anchored near the “Cap Arcona”. Later th e
"“Thielbeck” appeared with 2500 prisoners on board and anchored 800 yards away from the
“Cap Arcona”. On May 2nd 1945 the ‘“Athen” raised anchor and sailed to the harbour of Neu.
stadt. In the early morning of May 3rd, 1945, about 1200 prisoners from CC Stutthof arrived
in Neustadt, in three barges towed by tugboats “Adler” and *Bussard”. Having fastened the
barges to the “Thielbeck”, the guards climbed into the tugboats and went off. The prisoners




later cut the ropes and moved off towards Neustadt. They landed in the neighbourhood of
Neustadt and most of them took shelter in the suburbs of the town. About 150 prisoners, how-
ever, were shot by the S8 while trying to escape. At 15 hrs. on May 3rd, 1945, RAF Typhoons
appeared, and in less than one hour “Cap Arcona”, “Deutschland’ and “Thielbeck'* were sunk.

On board of these three ships were roughly 7500 people and only 500 were saved. The ““Athen™
landed her passengers, but later was accidentally set on fire. It is not certain that there were
prisoners on board the “Dentschland™ (Lt. Col. Christopher; 2nd officer of the “Cap Arcona™
and Buergermeister of Neustadt).

On 5. 4. 1940 the first transport of foreigners of varions nationalities arrived, some of them being

Poles, Czechs, Russians and German political prisoners. In 1941 a new camp was established
inside the Flossenbuerg camp, for Russian PoW’s, to hold about 2000 men. At first the camp
was for men only, on 7. 1. 43 the first female pris. are mentioned in Kdo. Neurohlau {Flossenbuerg
strength reports).
Flossenbuerg camp was evacuated on 20th of April 1945. After the SS had destroyed most of
the papers and documents of the camp, about 14000 prisoners left Flossenbuerg, guarded by 8S
and camp police. On 23. 4. 1945 the camp was liberated by the US-Army
